1.  Purpose.  To issue information on the graduation ceremony and rehearsal.

2.  Information.

    a.  Graduation will be at 1030, Thursday, 28 September 2000 in King Hall.  Rehearsal for graduation will be held at 1330, Wednesday, 27 September 2000.

    b.  The platform party and the special seating party are listed in enclosure (l).  Platform party updates, order of assembly, and seating will be published at a later date.

3.  Action.

    a.  Rehearsal – 27 September 2000.  Graduates will assemble in King Hall at 1330.  Appropriate civilian attire with nametags is re​quired during rehearsal.  The office of the Dean of Students will assign seating and the Grand Marshall will issue final instruc​tions.  Attendance is mandatory.  Only the Dean of Students may authorize absence from rehearsal or graduation.  Any student who is absent from rehearsal without prior authorization will not be allowed to attend the graduation.
    b.  Graduation Day – 28 September 2000.  Participants in the ceremony are to begin assembling at 0945 as follows:


(1)  All faculty and graduates along the Root Hall breezeway.  Graduates mustering after 1000 will not be permitted to participate in the graduation ceremony.
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(2)  Special seating party and platform party in Spanagel Hall, Room 101A. 


(3)  When directed, the procession will proceed to King Hall in the following order:  graduates, faculty, special seating party, platform party.


(4)  The uniform for U.S. Navy graduates, military staff, and military faculty will be Service Dress White with ribbons (not medals) and without gloves.  The equivalent uniform for other services will be:  U.S. Coast Guard ‑ Service Dress White; U.S. Marine Corps ‑ Dress Blue Bravo; U.S. Air Force ‑ Service Dress Blue; and U.S. Army ‑ Class A's.  All female service members will wear skirts.  Any questions regarding uniforms should be directed to service branch liaison officers.  Civilian graduates should wear appropriate civilian clothes or cap and gown.  Civilian faculty in the procession and platform party will wear cap and gown.  Military faculty may wear academic robes or their uniform. Nametags are required for graduates and are to be worn on the right side of the jacket.  Clip-on nametags are not authorized with military uniforms.
    c.  Reception following graduation.  The Superintendent cordially invites all graduates, their families, the faculty, staff, and their spouses to a reception in honor of the graduates.  The reception is held in the Barbara McNitt Ballroom, Herrmann Hall, and will immediately follow the graduation ceremony.

4.  Cancellation contingency.  Upon completion of the graduation ceremony.
