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Marina Notes
NEW Sailing Program Guidelines

1. All boat renters must posses a valid skipper qualification(B/C/local D) with the NPS/MWR Marina endorsement. A second person in the boat must posses a valid A-Crew qualification. Two people are the minimum personnel required to rent a boat. No boats will be single-handed without written permission from QOL/MWR.

2. Sailing is only authorized from Sunrise to Sunset.  No night sailing without written permission from Quality of Life Director.

3. All users will comply with all Federal and State regulations for equipment requirements and boating safety.  Safety is paramount.
4. There is to be no swimming, no diving, no fishing, and no alcohol carried or consumed on any vessels owned or maintained by the MWR Department.

5. Maximum personnel onboard any boat is 6, with the exception of Hanalei. Maximum personnel onboard Hanalei is 18. 

6. All persons under the age of 18 must have a Release of Liability signed by their parent or guardian before they may participate in MWR’s sailing program or use of equipment.

7. Personnel participating in any sailing special event must complete a Hold Harmless Agreement.  

8. All equipment will be checked out using sailing program forms. The person issued the equipment is responsible for the equipment, his/her actions and the action of their crew.

9. Shoes must be worn on Marina docks and boats. Leather soles, black soled shoes and high heels are prohibited from being worn on the docks and boats.

10. All persons in sailboats must wear a USCG approved Personal Flotation Device (PFD) at all times while aboard. Passengers who are non-swimmers, sailors under instruction, and persons who are weak swimmers will wear lifejackets on the docks as well.

11. The skipper will ensure that the vessel has a proper look-out, by sight and hearing, as well as by all means appropriate in the prevailing circumstances and conditions in order to make a full appraisal of the situation and the risk of collision at all times.

12. Sailing boundaries are bounded by a line baring 360 degrees magnetic from Pt. Pinos Light to the intersection with a line baring 255 degrees magnetic from the “north radio tower” in the city of Marina. Boats must be at the dock a half (1/2) hour before sunset.

13. Renters are to rig and unrig their boats. The Skipper’s signature on the Float Plan verifies that the equipment is complete and in satisfactory condition at the time of issue and will be returned in the same condition, normal wear and tear is expected.  If boat is in unsatisfactory condition, immediately notify MBAC at 656-3118.

14. Motors are provided for getting underway and landing at the dock. In light wind conditions, motors should not be relied upon to propel the boat back to the dock.

15. Propelling the boat by sculling with the rudder is prohibited.

16. Beaching boats is not permitted. Boats stopping at any dock other than the MWR Marina must get permission from the Quality of Life Director.

17. Picking up additional passengers is prohibited.

18. In the event of a breakdown or capsizing, the crew will stay in the immediate vicinity of the disabled craft until rescue has arrived. Operators are responsible for damages incurred by capsizing and rescuing.  Report all incidents to MBAC immediately (656-3118).

19. Sailing is not permitted during Small Craft Advisories.  Boats underway sailing in strong winds that cause white caps, should return immediately to the MWR Marina.

20. All accidents and injuries must be reported immediately to the Monterey Bay Athletic Club (656-3118).

21. Persons checking out equipment are responsible for removing all trash and personal effects from boats when securing. The halyards and running equipment will be secured and equipment properly stored. The boat will be fresh water rinsed and bilges pumped dried. The jib will be folded and stowed in bag inside the cabin and the mainsail will be flaked across the boom properly. Mooring lines will be lead through fair lead blocks and tied to the pier with a locking hitch. The motor and motor mount will be raised up and out of the water and engine locked in the upright position. All lifejackets will be folded and stowed correctly inside the cabin. Jib sheets will be coiled and stowed in cabin neatly. Boom covers will be put on, latched and tied correctly and cabin door will be put in place and locked. 

22. NPSSA will notify individuals who: return boats in poor repair, unclean, or improperly secured; or any other unacceptable condition.   

23. Justifiable cause for confiscation of a qualification and revoking of boating privileges include, but are not limited to:

· Careless or negligent use of equipment

· Failure to properly unrig, clean, and secure the boat

· Violation or disregard for safe boating practices

· Failure to obey MWR sailing program regulations

24. If loss or damage to the boat and/or equipment occurs due to the fault of the renter, renter agrees to pay the MWR fund the amount of such loss or damage, including expenses incurred by the MWR fund to restore the boat and/or equipment to general recreational use.

25. If in the opinion of the skipper, the boat shall be placed out-of-commission (Down Status), the skipper must record reason in the log and notify the MBAC staff upon return.

26. The skipper agrees to indemnify, the U.S. Navy, Naval Postgraduate School, Morale, Welfare and Recreation Department it’s agents and employees, harmless for any and all liability to my person, child or damage to property, whether based on allegations or negligence or not, in any way incurred by reason of participation in the stated activity above.

Check Sails


To qualify as a skipper (Local B-Qual) at Monterey MWR, an individual must pass a multiple choice written test of sailing knowledge and local regulations, a dockside familiarization, and an on-the-water skills assessment.


The written test and dockside and the on-the-water (better known as a checksail) procedures are available for review from the marina.  Scheduling a checksail can be coordinated through the Monterey Bay Athletic Center at 656-3118.  A qualified instructor will contact you to arrange a time for the check-sail.  The patron is responsible for the boat rental on that day.


Crewmembers (A-Qual) are required to pass a written multiple choice test, available anytime check sails are given.


To make an appointment or if you have any questions, contact the Monterey Bay Athletic Center at 656-3118.

Reservations 

Reservations are available by contacting the Monterey Bay Athletic Center at 656-3118.  Reservations can be made via phone or in person, up to two weeks in advance.  Please call ahead to make yours.

Maintenance, Training, Special Events, and Charters have priority over daily individual rentals.
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Sailing Classes

Two-day Basic Sailing classes are taught throughout the year by certified US sailing instructors.  Class size is limited to 12 people.  To sign up, go by the Monterey Bay Athletic Center, fees are $85 plus a swim test at Monterey Sports Center for $5.  The current schedule of classes will be 11–12 May, 8-9 June, 13-14 July, 10-11 August, 13-14 September, and 12-13 October.  Reservation require prepayment, and they are expected to fill up fast.

Twilight Sails 

Have you ever looked outside in the afternoon and said “sure do wish I could go sailing”?  Well now you can, and for even less money.  Twilight sails are available on all  boats not rented by 4:30 PM each day.  (Hanalei is excluded).  Cost is reduced to $20, and gives you the opportunity to get out on the water for the afternoon and early evening.

Interested in getting on the water and learning how to sail the Shields.  We are looking for volunteers to teach spinnaker use, docking under sail, and race instructions.  If you are interested in either learning or teaching contact Edie Evans the Training Commodore
