Racing Sailing Vessel Charter Agreement

I, ______________do hereby request to charter the sailing vessel __________from the Morale, Welfare and Recreation (MWR) department of the Naval Postgraduate School for the calendar year of 2002.

The following terms and conditions are noted and agreed to:

1. I certify that I am a current member of the Naval Postgraduate School Sailing Association (NPSSA).  (proof of membership attached).

2. The yacht is chartered from the first of January (or the date of signature, which ever is later) until the thirty-first of December (31 December).

3. The yacht is chartered for the purpose of racing.  I have exclusive use of the yacht during those days in which races are sanctioned by the Monterey Peninsula Yacht Club (MPYC) or by the Naval Postgraduate School Sailing Association (NPSSA) in which I am participating.  It is understood that no yacht shall leave the dock if the wind speed is above 20 knots.

4. I shall provide 1 week notice of my intention to use the yacht on non-race days for crew training. Otherwise, the yacht may be reserved for rental to qualified personnel. 

INTIAL THE FOLLOWING:

5. I am responsible to perform race-related tuning and maintenance including (but not limited to):

_____ Cleaning the teak with an approved cleaner and reapplying new teak oil (monthly).

_____ Rinse the spinnaker pole with fresh water after each use.  Lubricate the jaws quarterly.

_____ Cleaning and greasing all winches including the ones below deck, turning

           blocks, turnbuckles, etc. quarterly to maintain the yacht in a good racing condition.

_____ Cleaning the bottom and the waterline of the vessel monthly.

_____ Maintaining the racing sails by ensuring that the spinnaker is rinsed with fresh

           water after each race and washed monthly, ensuring jib is washed every four

           months.  The spinnaker will not be stowed wet, and any damage will be promptly

           repaired using an approved sail repair tape (duct tape will not be used on any sails).

           All maintenance performed by the charter holder or crewmembers will be logged

           in the boats maintenance log.

_____ Preventative maintenance as outlined by the SOP’s.

_____ Inspecting the standing running rigging and fittings as needed.

6. The MWR Sailing Program will supply materials if funding is available at no cost to the charter skipper for minor repairs and maintenance due to fair wear and tear within the bound of racing.  If repair is required due to my negligence or my failure to exercise due regard within the limits of my abilities in the prevailing race, wind, and sea conditions, I will bear the cost of labor and materials to repair all damage or loss.  The NPSSA Racing Commodore will make an impartial recommendation to the MWR Leisure services Manager concerning any damage.

7. In the event of major damage occurring that I am deemed responsible for by the board of inquiry or Admiralty Claims investigation, I will pay the deductible charge for insurance recovery.

8. I certify that I am competent in sailing this class of yacht in all aspects of racing conditions including flying the spinnaker and have a thorough understanding of the racing rules and their applications.  I have completed the on water requirements with the racing Commodore to earn a “C” qualification.

9.  I understand that in order to participate in MPYC sanctioned events, I must be a member of MPYC and NPSSA.  In the event that I will not be available to skipper my boat for a race, one of my crewmembers with a “C” qualification will be allowed to race the boat, with the understanding that he/she must also be a member of MPYC and NPSSA.  The MPYC membership may be waived by the yacht club, provided that the skipper obtains a waiver from the MPYC Race Committee. 

10.  I will ensure that myself and at least one other crewmember have attended or will attend the race committee training session held by the MPYC.  I also will ensure that I or at least one other crewmember will attend all scheduled maintenance days held by NPSSA.  I also understand that as a member of the NPSSA, I will support the events sponsored by the NPSSA as a race committee member.  Events will include The Biswanger, Navy Regatta, and assigned MPYC Race Committee days.

11.  I will adhere to all policies and safety regulation of the Naval Postgraduate School Morale, Welfare and Recreation Department Sailing Program and U.S. Coast Guard.

12.  If I default on any portion of this contract, I understand that the NPS MWR Department may revoke my racing charter without refund.

13.   Payment options: upon approval, I agree to the following payment option:

Initial one option:

_____ I am enclosing the entire non-refundable fee of $840.00 with this agreement.

_____ I am enclosing an initial amount of $140.00 towards the non-refundable fee of $840.00 with this agreement and will make seven additional monthly payments of $100.00.

14.  I have read the above contents and I agree to all terms and conditions of the contract.  I have also conducted a walkthrough inspection of the vessel and find it to be in an employable status.  Any discrepancies have been noted in the boats Maintenance Log.
