The Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) is a fully accredited graduate school located in Monterey, California.  The university operates on a 4-quarter academic year.  The NPS academic year quarter calendar is provided below. The Systems Management Department offers acquisition management courses. This program includes graduate acquisition courses which satisfy certain Defense Acquisition University (DAU) mandatory training requirements in various career fields and the Defense Acquisition Workforce Improvement Act (DAWIA) requirement for 24 semester hours of business subjects.  These courses can also be taken for continuing education which can lead to a master’s degree program.  A matrix of current and proposed DAU/NPS equivalent courses is provided below.

FUNDING/COST REQUIREMENTS
1. Funding:  To help facilitate an expeditious and streamlined approach to purchase course offerings,  the establishment of a multi-year project under a title “Acquisition Management Distance Learning Program –Organization’s Name” is highly recommended. A NAVCOMPT form 2275 and/or Military Interdepartmental Purchase Request (MIPR) should be used to pay for the initial course offering.  Subsequent courses can then be purchased by amending the original 2275/MIPR. Other funding arrangements can be considered. 

2. Cost: There are two cost options when requesting Acquisition Management VTC courses: Full Sponsorship or Piggyback. Both VTC options are based upon the total number of units per course.  A typical course at NPS has 4 units. This is normally expressed in terms of lecture-lab hours per week per course with a lab hour given half a credit.  For example, from the previous matrix, a 4-0 course has 4 hours lecture/no lab and equals 4 units; a 3-2 course has 3 hours lecture/2 hours lab and equals 4 units.  VTC costs will fluctuate based upon total course units. The cost listed below does not include books, support materials, reproduction and VTC phone lines.  Normally the textbook is purchased by the requesting command.  A set of support materials is provided to the command for local reproduction.  VTC phone line charges can be eliminated from the NPS charge if the requesting organization initiates the calls.  

a.  Full Course Sponsorship:  The average cost of a fully sponsored 4unit course is around $22,000.00 with an allowance of up to 20 students.  Normally, an additional incremental cost of about $400.00 per student is charged for students in excess of 20 but not to exceed 30.  The average cost per student for 20 students is $1,1000.00 and for 30 students is $900.00.  

b.  Piggyback: This option is only offered if a fully sponsored course is already committed.  With this option, a second requesting command can be independently hooked up for the same VTC course offering.  The average cost of a piggyback 4 unit course is around $15,000.00 with a maximum allowance of up to 10 students. The average cost per student for 10 students is $1,500.00.

SCHEDULING
