If you do not consider the debt to be valid, you should inform the disbursing officer, either orally or in writing, why you do not feel the debt is valid.  The disbursing officer will then assist you in resolving the issue.

3.  If you acknowledge owing the indebtedness, but feel that you should not be required to repay it, you have the right to request remission of the indebtedness.  Information concerning the preparation and submission of remittance request is contained in SECNAVINST 7220.38 series.  Assistance in preparing such a request can be obtained from your personnel/admin office.

4.  If you do not wish to exercise your rights as explained in paragraphs 2 and 3, you will have the following options for liquidating this indebtedness:


a.  Cash repayment in a lump sum.


b.  One time checkage from your pay.

If you have not made remittance or exercised your other rights within 15 calendar days from the date of this letter, the debt will be deducted from your next pay due.
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
